2. Opening Remarks.  Team Leader Colonel Halvorson summarized the metrics as current and static with no significant changes in recent history.     a.  Approval of Minutes.  Lacking a quorum of voting members, approval of the January 2001 DQFAST meeting minutes was deferred.

    b.  3M Internet Education Project. (See enclosure)  The 3M Corporation has offered the Army Medical Department (AMEDD) a 

95 percent discount on licensure of the Physician CPT Coding I and II Evaluation and Management courses.  This provides training for each student at the rate of approximately $25.00 per student and includes Graduate Medical Education credit.  Implementation details are pending.

    c.  DQFAST Membership and Revised Charter.  COL Halvorson will discuss membership attendance and the future of the committee with MG Scully and/or LTG Peake.

d. Data Quality Management Control Plan.  The first monthly consolidated response from the medical treatment facilities was forwarded to LTG Peake this morning.  Only three facilities did not respond (Japan, Korea, and Fort Meade).  The  DQFAST Team Leader will present the future findings from the commanders’ statements to the DQFAST.  The difficulties presented this time were predominately information systems deployment issues.

    e.  Miltary Health System Executive Summary.  The executive summary is being proliferated from Region 11.  COL Halvorson is expecting a large report for verification and validation from

TRICARE Management Activity today.  Next quarter may include more regions.
