There are two steps in creating and sending the daily SADR Extract report.  The first one is an automatic task scheduled to run in CHCS, it is scheduled to run every night.  Once the file is created is transmitted to the CHCS Operation System, called Virtual memory System or VMS for short.  Once the file is there is picked up by another automated routine called System Electronic Transfer Utility (SY_ETU for short) and transmitted to PASBA and EIDS.  You or your ADM administrator can check if the CHCS task ran successfully and the file was created and transmitted to VMS, see the steps I describe below.  The SY_ETU manager also has a notification process that alerts them if the transmission was a success or failed.  Then they see the cause of the failure and retransmit the file.  At PASBA we have an automated notification program that alerts the facilities if the SADR files were not received the night before.  I you are interested in receiving the notifications please send an e-mail to: SADRSTAT-ON@pasba2.amedd.army.mil.  You will receive a notification every time the file is not received and you can inquire with the ADM and CHCS administrators.

Follow the steps below to verify that the daily ADM SADR Extract was created and transmitted to VMS.

Notice that for DMIS ID 0037 54/Records were created and extracted to VMS.  TPOCS is blank because it is not interfaced to the training database. Please see DIV B Pentagon Health Clinic.  No records were created or transmitted. Note: This is training database numbers do not reflect actual figures.
