TRACKING APVS IN CHCS

There is a tool in CHCS that facilitates the tracking of completion of APVs.  

The menu path is CA > PAD > OUT > APV.  

The system default, in the training database is 30 days, but can be changed to any number of days, using the APV Record Parameters Option. The list of the available tracking reports and a brief description follows:

'APV Record Parameters'

This option is used to set up the parameters for APV Deficiency/Delinquency tracking for a single division. The system uses the parameter data to determine which completion items can be tracked, when each completion item is considered late, and what record actions can be entered for each completion item. Use this option to set the parameters to 15 days.  

'Batch Arrival Deficiency/Delinquency (APV)'

This option enables the user to input Arrive Medical Record dates for APV's in batch mode. The user enters a range of APV disposition dates and an arrive medical record date to insert in the records of all the patients who were discharged within the specified disposition date range and who did not already have an arrive medical record date.

'Batch Completion Deficiency/Delinquency (APV)'

This option enables the user to input completed APV delinquent items in a batch mode.  The user enters an item and a completion date. They are then asked to select patients of interest from a candidate list.  They can select patients by using the down arrow and select keys.

'Batch Entry Deficiency/Delinquency (APV)'

This option enables the user to enter items to be tracked, assign date, responsible person, operation date and comments in batch mode for APV patients.  After the initial patient is entered, the user will be prompted for one patient after another until they have entered all of the APV patients with the same item.

'Deficiency/Delinquency Output Menu (APV)'

This menu contains options that allow the user to choose among a list of APV Deficiency/Delinquency Record Reports for a specific period of time.

'Deficiency/Delinquency Record Entry (APV)'

This option enables the user to add, edit or delete items that are delinquent or deficient for an APV patient. When an item is entered, a delinquent date is calculated and assigned to that item.  The record

is considered delinquent when 30 (Once the parameters are set for 15 days it should default to that) days have passed since the APV disposition date. The user may enter new items as the record advances to the stage of completion; view the status of items previously entered or enters a completion date.
